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Patients with stage I lung cancer who are not candidates
for surgery (or choose not to undergo surgery) can be
treated with chemotherapy in combination with radiation
therapy, radiation alone, or radiosurgery (a radiation
technique that delivers high dose and focalized radiation
with great accuracy to the tumor). Local control for
radiosurgery for stage I is about 90%.

(in the best case scenario) with an average cure rate

of about 60%. While chemotherapy/radiation therapy
(instead of surgery) or radiosurgery offers a lower cure
rate than surgery, it does offer a 90% local control rate.

« For stage I1A, surgery offers a cure rate of about 40%
while combined chemotherapy/radiation therapy
offers a 10% cure rate.

« For stage [IB, the cure rate depends considerably on
the location of the tumor. Cure rate improves when the
tumor is located in the upper surface of the lungs.
