we can help reduce‘;;ain, éoughing, shortness of breath,
and pleural effusion. Stage IIIB is considered incurable,
unless only one lymph node is involved.

NSCLC - Stage IV

Stage IV indicates metastatic disease, with no
distinction between A and B. The mainstay of treatment
is chemotherapy. Patients at stage IV should always be
evaluated by a radiation oncologist because depending
on metastasis location, radiation therapy can play an

Like NSULC, SCLC 1s subdivided into groups, typically
localized and disseminated. Because SCLC has a high
propensity for metastasis and most lesions are large,
surgery is typically not a treatment option. Localized
cancer can be treated using chemotherapy alone or
with radiation therapy, with a cure rate of 10% to 20%.
SCLS is very responsive to chemotherapy initially, but
then becomes resistant.
