tumor as tiny as four millimeters, for
example," says Dr. Zouain. "Women need to
know that in early-stage breast cancer,
lumpectomy plus radiation is the equivalent
of a mastectomy — without the risk. It's the
current standard of treatment. And with
MammoSite, the course of radiation can be
completed in much less time."

How MammoSite works

FDA-approved in 2002, MammoSite involves
a single small balloon catheter placed inside
the surgical cavity following tumor removal.
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discuss MammoSite with patients prior to
surgery because of the specialized surgical
technique required, "I highly recommend
patients get as much information as
possible, talking with their radiation
oncologist, medical oncologist and surgeon
to learn about all the options," says

Dr. Zouain.
